This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and all stakeholders understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
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This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
TIME
IN CLASS – Our timetables show at least 40 minutes per week for a music lesson within the classroom. Some classes sing as part of their day time routine. 
WHOLE SCHOOL – The whole school get together for Singing assembly each week and learn about a Musician of the Month plus use Sing Up to help deliver songs. This develops listening and appraisal skills with the focus on key musical element vocabulary e.g pitch, dynamics. Parents get sent monthly singing assembly updates via Parent Mail which explains about our musical artist. The school also gather for further singing for Harvest, Christmas and Easter. 
SING UP – Year R, 1, 2, 5 and 6 follow the units from Sing Up which delivers excellent music experiences in the classroom. 
EYFS and KS1 – Singing and instrument playing forms part of many lessons. There are many cross-curricular skills such as pattern and counting. 
INSTRUMENTAL TEACHING
Year 3 and Year 4 – Listen to Me, a Hampshire Music Service provision, deliver weekly instrument based lessons which culminates with a performance to families. This academic year we have: Autumn term – toots Spring term – ukuleles and Summer term – African drumming. 
WHOLE SCHOOL – classes have access to a range of tuned and untuned instruments to use within their Sing Up lessons. Also have access to music technology in ICT. 
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OUT OF SCHOOL LESSONS – Pupils who have lessons out of school are encouraged to perform in school and use their instrument within class sessions, where appropriate, and share their success of graded exams. 
ROCK STEADY BANDS – All children have the opportunity to sign up for paid weekly lessons with a Rock Steady music teacher. They can choose vocals, keyboards, electric guitars, bass and drums. They rehearse each week and perform at the end of term to whole school and families.  
CHOIR – Children have the opportunity to join a lunchtime choir for singing which leads to whole school assembly performances (and additionally whole school events such as the Christmas Fayre) and out of school performances in the local community. 
Musical experiences
IN SCHOOL
· Each class has two dedicated singing assemblies over the academic year where families are invited in. The classes also perform something musical. 
· EYFS and KS1 Christmas play.
· End of year whole school play – Year 6 Leavers’ performance.
· Singing for fun in the classroom.
· Music listening and appraisal within classrooms – to build on understanding of Musician of the Month shared in weekly singing assemblies which covers other curriculum areas including Geography and History. 
· Access to Rock Steady live streamed music lessons. 
· Performances to the whole school by the children who have worked with Listen to Me, Hampshire Music Service and Rock Steady musicians. 
· Praisin Hands puppet show church group regularly visit  - RE and Music link. 
OUT OF SCHOOL
· Church services – Harvest, Christmas and Easter.
· School choir visiting venues in the local area. 
· Opportunities to visit venues to engage in live music (e.g Welsh Opera Orchestra, The Mayflower which we attended Autumn term 2025) 

In the future
· Invite local musicians to visit and perform for us, explaining their musical journey. 
· Continue with CPD to keep up to date with the latest ideas for music teaching. 
· Support for teachers and provide training to improve curriculum delivery and pupil experience. 
· Further develop Music ICT.
· Share, explain and ensure all stakeholders continue to know our clear outcomes. 
IMPROVISE, COMPOSE & PERFORM
Reception – Sing, listen and explore with instruments – talk about all musical elements in a simple manner. Develop a love of music and confidence to perform. 
Year 2 – Create own pictorial notation and perform with confidence, knowing the names of percussion instruments. Be aware of basic vocabulary for musical elements: pitch, melody, beat, rhythm, dynamics, texture and structure. 
Year 6 – Write at least four bars of music using formal notation. Play a simple tune on an instrument. Know, use and be able to give examples of vocabulary for elements of music. Leave our school with an awareness of different cultures, styles and periods of music and take forward a desire to enjoy more music. 
Further information
The Department for Education publishes a guide for parents and young people on how they can get involved in music in and out of school, and where they can go to for support beyond the school. 
Your local music hub should also have a local plan for music education in place from September 2024 that should include useful information.
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
