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PE:

We follow REAL pe, gym and dance and also we teach game skills in preparation team sports.





Physical Development:


The success to writing comes with good gross and fine motor skills. 





Our fantastic outdoor space means the children can ride bikes, balance and use a variety of equipment to support this. We also use Jump Start Jonny to help improve our coordination and gross motor. 





In the classroom there is plenty of opportunity to cut, draw, paint, and some more specific activities to help fine motor – messy play will play a big part in children’s development this term.








Communication and Language: 





This term we will be learning how to be good listeners. This maybe when we are given instructions or when we are listening to a story. 





We will be learning about rhyme and learning to anticipate what comes next in a rhyme or a story.





During our play is when we produce great narratives. We will be introducing new vocabulary and learning to use it in our play.





Literacy:


What is the first sounds in the word “mat”? How many sounds are there in cat? 


What is the last sounds in bat? 


These are all questions we will be asking this term along with learning to recognise and write our sounds. 


We use Bug Club to help us learn our phonics. You will soon receive your log on for this so you can access at home.


We will also be practising to write our name and learning to form letters. We will use chalk, paint, water and sand to help us do this – not just pencils!


We will be thinking about rhyme too and using a variety of books in our learning to help us recognise rhyming words.





Some of the books we will read are Pete the Cat, What Makes Me, Gecko the Echo, Zim Zam Zoom, Shark in the Park, Room on a Broom, Jack Frost and other Winter/Christmas books. We will also be linking these books with  non fiction books to help enhance our knowledge when reading these books.  
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Numeracy:


1, 2, 3, 4, 5 


We will be getting to grips with our numbers to 5 and beyond. We will be doing a lot of counting and learning to recongise our numbers.





We will be focusing on number correspondence which is when we see the number 5 and ar able to count out the matching amount of objects.


We will also be learnng to subitise – learing to recognise a quantity without the neeed to count! 





More or less? We will be recognising that quantities are more and less and explaining why this is.











Personal Social and Emotional Development:





We can’t wait to learn all about each other. There is so much to learn! Our likes, dislikes, our families. We will be talking about what makes me, me! Which links to our literacy unit.





Now we are at school, we will be learning how to behave and what all the rules are too. We will be learning to share all the resources in the classroom with each other and the importance of taking turns.





Understanding the World:





We will explore the environment around us to observe the change in seasons throughout the year and learn all about harvest time.





We also take an interest in the weather each day and make observations and predictions.





We will be learning all about each other and our families. We will talk about who is important to us and reflect on our time starting school. 





We will be looking at celebrations around the world at Christmas time and exploring all about Diwalli too. 














Ways to help at home:





Updating Tapestry – share anything and everything! We love to see what you have been up to at home. It doesn’t have to be writing or maths it can be a trip to the park, helping at home, a holiday etc








Reading stories to your child. Talking with you child about what they have read and asking questions about the book is really valuable. Questions such as “What do you think will happen next?” “How do you think they are feeling?”





Counting out objects. This could be when you set the table, playing with lego, counting the toys when you put them away and even pointing out numbers on different houses as you walk to school.
