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Physical Development:


We continue to use our fantastic outdoor space to support our development of fine and gross motor skills. In the classroom we are always enhancing and changing our art area so  there is plenty of opportunity to cut, draw, paint, and some more specific activities aimed at the individual child.


This term we will be looking at dance and gymnastics during our PE lessons as well as working on our throwing and catching skills.











Communication and Language: 





This term we will be learning how to be good listeners and learning how to question our peers through a range of activities in class including hot seating and interviews.





We will be discussing our books and encouraging two way conversations which will enhance both our listening and speaking skills. 





Learning new vocabulary is what we do all the time.  Each book we read has new words, even discussing the weather gives us an opportunity to explore our language. 





Literacy:


This term we will be finishing phase 2 phonics in and moving on to phase three using Bug Club. 


The children will be focusing on blending words after recognising the sounds and starting read sentences more independently.


Our phonics sessions see a lot more focus on writing as well as reading. We will also be continuing to build our writing books up with lots of pieces of work. 





The children will be reading 1-1 with one of the adults in class and at home can continue their learning on Bug Club





This term we are reading traditional tales such as Little Red Riding Hood, Three Little pigs, Jack and the Beanstalk, Billy Goats gruff, The Gingerbread Man and Goldilocks aswell as exploring books about our outdoor environment, 
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Personal Social and Emotional Development:





This term we will be talking about how we have learned and are learning to share. We are learning to play together without so much help from the grown ups in the class. 


We are forming friendships with other children in the class and learning how to play fairly and kindly with each other.


If we feel sad or happy we are learning to talk about this and explain why.


We will be reading The Rainbow Fish to enhance our understanding of our feelings and emotions. 


We will also be talking about the important peope around us at school and at home.








Numeracy:


We will be getting to grips with all our numbers to 20 and counting beyond. We will be doing a lot of counting and learning to recongise our numbers.





We are learning our number bonds to 5 at the moment and the children enjoy playing lots of games to help them explore the possibilities. 


As we move throught the term we will be looking at number bonds to 10 and equal and unequal groups. 





We will also be looking at length, measure and time. 


When we learn maths we often read books along side and we will be reading Jack and the Beanstalk, 5 minutes peace and The Wolf’s Week to name a few. 











Ways to help at home


Updating Tapestry – share anything and everything! We love to see what you have been up to at home. It doesn’t have to be writing or maths it can be a trip to the park, helping at home, a holiday etc


Reading stories to your child. Talking with you child about what they have read and asking questions really valuable.


Bug Club – hopefully you are all set up on Bug Club now. Children can read and also have the stores read to them and it’s interactive too.


Take notice of number, count items out with your child, ask your child questions such as “how many?”, “How many more do I need to make 10?” 





PE: 


The children follow REAL PE which focuses on the core skills needed to play team and individual sports and the children get to set themselves challenges. We will be looking at our throwing and catching skills.  We are exploring movement through dance. The children will be listening to the beat of a piece of music and moving to that beat. We will be doing some gym too! Using the apparatus is always a popular part of PE. The children will need to ensure they have a PE kit to safely use the equipment.

Expressive Arts and Design:





There is always provision set up for the children to explore, experiment and create their own ideas. We also encourage the children to talk about what they have made, what they like best and how they made it. 





We will be reading Rainbow Fish., we will enjoy doing a collage to create our own rainbow fish.





We have our own art gallery to show all the wonderful creations we have made. All the materials and tools set out for the children are to enhance the physical development, their imagination and for them to explore all the different ways to express your ideas. 





Construction areas outside not only enable the children to build but use their imagination and dive into role play using a range of skills which include communication and language, physical development and PSED.





The children always get a chance to celebrate their achievements at the end of the day when we gather to see our “epic” work.
