During this half term the children will be looking at…

The Key Instant Recall Facts (attached) show the key number knowledge we expect children to master this term. They will also begin to learn the 2, 5 and 10 times tables.








Literacy: 


Autumn 1 - The focus for the first half term is looking at how we form our letters, starting our sentences with a capital letter, using finger spaces and ending with full stops. The first text will be Rosie’s Walk, which includes opportunities to apply phonic skills to rhyming words. We will also be linking some writing to our Science focus around animals as well as the seasons by making a class version of Dear Zoo.


 


Autumn 2 – We will be linking our writing to our History topic and writing a diary entry as if we were a victim of the Great Fire of London! Plus the children will be reading a wonderful text by Oliver Jeffers.





Shared Reading – During shared reading the children will read a variety of big books as a class. We will predict what may happen in the story and give justifications for our opinions.





Spelling common exception words (attached) is key to helping your child in year 1. In Autumn 2 they will begin to have weekly class spelling tests and a word list will be sent home regularly.




















Phonics:


In the autumn term we will be recapping phase three phonics to make sure that we are completely secure before moving on. Please support your child with reading and playing any sound games at home.

Seasonal Change and Animals (including ourselves).








Geography & History: 





In Autumn 1 children will be focusing on geography and the weather and seasonal changes. In Forest School we will look at the trees within the school grounds over the year we will observe seasonal changes. In history we will be investigating who Guy Fawkes was and why we celebrate bonfire night.





In Autumn 2 we will look at the Great Fire of London in history and discuss how they would feel if they were involved in the fire. 





We will also look at the poles and the equator in geography, which we will link to Santa’s journey. 
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Science:





Seasonal Changes – Autumn will see us begin to look at the seasons in our longitudinal study. We will go on a Winter Walk where we will observe the changes in the trees in our local environment as well as the change in weather conditions. We will recreate trees using different media and use digital cameras to take photos.





Animals including humans – children will learn about their senses and how they are used. We will write basic labels for our bodies. We will also look at classification of Herbivores, Omnivores and Carnivores and habitats.





PE: 





PE will take place on Mondays and Thursdays.





Please ensure that your child comes to school in their school uniform with a PE kit to change into (which can be left at school). Warm joggers and jumpers will be required during the colder months. If your child has their ears pierced, studs will need to be removed or covered with the appropriate tape. 








RE /PSHE:


In Autumn 1 we are looking at and celebrating Harvest & Sukkot. Children will be looking at what they are thankful for and recognising why being thankful is important in the Christian and  Jewish faiths. In PSHE we have created a class charter and will use this regularly to help make the right choices.





In Autumn 2 children will be looking at the nativity story and talking about their own experiences of journeys. Along with years R and 2 they will be performing their own Nativity play. Details to follow.





 Forest School:


In Autumn 2 the children will have some Monday Forest school sessions – dates to follow.


 The children will need to come in uniform and bring their Forest School kit to change into after lunch.
