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Phonics/Reading: 





The children will continue with daily phonics lessons which will include alternative sounds and spelling rules. 


During the Autumn term the children will be looking at a wide range of dragon themed poems. Our reading sessions will involve studying poems and the vocabulary used in addition to dragon stories.  


The children will bring home reading books. Please listen to the children read and sign the log. Please read at least three times a week. 


Reading books can be changed any day but Thursdays, bug club is always available! 





Maths:	 





Children will be learning about place value and different ways of representing numbers using objects or pictures. They will learn to compare and order numbers using < and >.


As they become familiar with place value, they will begin to add and subtract one- and two- digit numbers using equipment, pictures or number lines to help them.





The children will be introduced to arrays as a model for multiplication and will learn to divide by sharing or grouping.

‘Dragons and Castles’





Literacy:  





The focus for the Autumn term is on dragons and castles. 


We will be creating our own poems using repetitive lines. 


We will also be looking at creating our own dragon character descriptions using skills which include expanded noun phrases and conjunctions. 


The children will continue these skills when writing non-chronological reports which will introduce different sentence types including questions and exclamations. 











Science:





As scientists the children will be looking at materials. They will be identifying and classifying the use of everyday materials while using scientific language including flexible, rigid, transparent, reflective to describe them.


The children will be gathering and collecting data to distinguish between object and the material made. 


Using slime or playdough the children will be exploring the shapes of solid materials and if they can be changed. 





Forest School:


Year 2 will spend every other Monday morning in Waterside Woods where they will take part in Forest School. All the activities will be practical, engaging and largely child-led. Because this will take place in all but the wettest or coldest weather children will need to come to school with warm outdoor clothes every Monday. A parent mail will be sent each Friday prior to our sessions.


Waterproof coats will also be essential and if you have wellies, please feel free to send these in too. Let us know if you have trouble getting hold of a waterproof coat.





Geography and History:





We will have a geography focus this term: “Where in the world do I live?”





We will start by finding out about the 4 countries of the United Kingdom and learning about some of their features.


The children will learn about the names and locations of the 7 continents and the 5 oceans, and will learn about the similarities and differences between locations around the world.


They will be introduced to different countries through the theme of wildlife and will learn about the different animals that can be found in different parts of the world.








RE:


The children will be learning about the importance of the festivals of Diwali, Hanukkah and Advent. They will find out why these events are celebrated and how. We will also have fun experimenting with making their own Diwali lamps and Christmas wrapping paper.


We will look forward to being able to perform a Christmas show this year but more will be revealed nearer the time!





Personal Development Curriculum


Our PDL topics will be on the themes of “Who is in charge?” and “Celebrating Differences”. Children will be learning about some topical issues and how individuals can influence their own lives and local environments.





They will then learn about what makes people unique and how people can hold different views yet still have many things in common.





In addition we will also be doing work on our emotions and how to use strategies to support them in all their learning. 





PE:


Outdoor PE sessions will be on a Monday morning and Tuesday afternoon, where they will apply their agility, balance and co-ordination skills to a variety of small games. Children will need to come to school in school uniform with P.E kit in a bag. PE kits are better kept in school and sent home at each half term holiday to ensure children have correct kits in school. 








Art and Technology





The children will be creating a variety of artworks in the style of well-known artistic movements, including impressionism and surrealism.


They will study the work of 19th century artists including William Morris and will use this art to inspire their own designs.
