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Ways you can help at home:





Reading regularly on Bug Club is an essential part of your child’s education and we expect all children to be reading regularly at home (from any text: fiction or non-fiction). The use of Bug club at home will be promoted encouraging children’s engagement with a text and them demonstrating understanding of what they have read.





Continuous practice of times tables is essential throughout Year 3. Practice quick recall of the times table facts up to 12x12 and encouraging the use of times table rock stars.











�Literacy:





In Literacy during Autumn 1, the children will explore Stone Age Boy, focusing on re-writing the story from an alternative point of view. To deepen their understanding of the Stone Age, they will also read How to Wash a Woolly Mammoth and use it as inspiration to write their own set of instructions.





In Autumn 2, the children will develop their narrative writing skills using the short film The Present as a stimulus. Following this, they will be introduced to The Emperor of Absurdia by Chris Riddell, using the story as a model to create their own versions of a circular narrative.








�


Numeracy:


This half term in maths the children will be developing their understanding of:





Broadening and devolving place value knowledge of numbers up to 1000


Developing methods for addition and subtraction.


Developing methods for multiplication and division.


Problem solving and reasoning 





�Science:





Rocks – As scientists in the Autumn term the children will be looking at the properties of rocks and soils, deciding what is the best type of rock or soil for different jobs. 





Animals including humans - as scientists in the Autumn term we will be thinking about the different nutrients needed by humans and making comparisons. We will then look in depth at the human skeleton and its functions.





Light – As Scientists in Autumn 2, the children will be exploring the basic concepts of light and shadows. The children will discover how different types of material might affect the way light travels and begin to investigate this. 








�History


As historians in Year 3 we will be immersing ourselves in life in Britain from the start of the Stone Age all the way to the Iron Age. 


The children will be looking at what life was like during this time and how it changed, including the impact of farming on hunter-gatherer life. 


We will be finding out about how people lived and where they settled.

During the second half of the autumn term, we will be finding out about the history of Hythe and the local area.

�ICT:





In Autumn 1 the children will begin to look at computer science. We will be exploring how computers work and how we are connected to the world. 





In Autumn 2 the children will look at how to create moving pictures. The children will be planning and making their own animation. 


Online safety will be a continuing theme throughout all computing units. 





�ART





In Autumn 1 the children will be studying Cave paintings linked to the Stone Age learning . They will then compare and contrast this style of art with the  work of Banksy. How he works with stencils and create street art. 





�Music:





Year 3 are lucky to receive Music lessons from Hampshire music every Monday afternoon . Mrs H Pryce will teach them how to play some simple notes and keep to a rhythm using a ‘Toot’.





�DT





In DT this term, children will plan develop and make a prototype for food packaging. We will be considering the environmental impact of food packaging as part of this unit too. The children will also evaluate the effectiveness of their packaging.





�RE:





Jesus’ teaching and messages – The children will explore the concept of messages and discuss what Christians believe Jesus’ messages are.  





Angels – In RE the children will be exploring what the representation of angels are in Christianity and how angels are used throughout the bible.











�French


The children will begin to develop their French skills. They will learn to say the numbers from 0-10, begin to say greetings in French and learn basic colours and animal names. 


They will begin to be able to read some of these words in French also.  





In Autumn 2 the children will start to look at phrases that link to Christmas as well as beginning to respond to classroom instructions in French. 





�PE





PE will be on a Tuesday morning and a Thursday Afternoon. We will be focusing  on coordination and static balance in Autumn 1 and agility and static balance in Autumn 2.


We will be teaching the children a range of games and athletic skills, commencing with Hockey during Autumn 1.


Children need to bring PE kits to school and take them home at the end of the day.    








�PDL:





Settling In– The children will be exploring the changes that come with being in KS2 and continue to explore how to be respectful in friendships and work well in a team. 


Focus on Feelings – In Autumn 2 the children will learn to continue developing an understanding of their emotions and how they can develop stronger friendships by understanding each other’s feelings.
