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Literacy:�





In Literacy for this term, we will be linking our work to our ‘Rivers Deep, Mountains High’ unit. 





Our writing will be linked to our Geography. We will be creating a recorded news report of a flood as well as a written news report about a storm. 





We will also be using ‘An Alien in a Jam Factory as a text to help us with some persuasive writing in Spring 2





The children will also be creating non-chronological reports explaining how different mountains are formed. 





Shared reading – During shared reading we will be looking at a text which follows the journey of a river and one which sees refugee camps through the eyes of a young child. 





We will also be looking Stone Girl Bone Girl by Laurence Anhalt and discovering a little bit about Mary Anning and her discovery of the Ichthyosaur. 











MFL - French  �





In French we will develop numbers 1-20, and vocabulary surrounding talking about ourselves and our families.





Maths�


During this term the children will be working with:





Formal methods for calculations using all four operations


Fractions (finding fraction of group of objects and adding fractions with same denominator)


Adding money, finding change


Geometry – right angle turns


Problem solving & reasoning


Time (telling in analogue every 5 mins and reading 24 hr clock)
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Ways to help at home:





Reading regularly is an essential part of your child’s education and we expect all children to be reading regularly at home (from any text: fiction or non-fiction). 


Year 3 will have regular homework which will include reading comprehension questions, spelling practice. With the expectation that children also practise their Times tables and key instant recall facts. Spellings will continue to be sent home on a Friday, for testing the following Thursday.





Science:�





Light – As scientists the children will be exploring light in multiple ways. They will be experimenting what happen when an object blocks the light and beginning to gain an understanding of transparent, translucent and opaque. 





Solids, liquids and gases –  In Spring  term we will be exploring what happens to materials when you heat or cool them. We will also be looking at the changing state of substances when they are at different temperatures and finding out what temperature different substances melt or freeze. 














Music:�





As musicians this Spring the children will be exploring timbre, chords, rhythm, texture and structure through three different units. The children will be exploring Salsa music at the beginning of spring as well as unpicking ‘March’ from the Nutcracker and using chords in ‘From a Railway Carriage’ The children will also be learning how to play the Ukulele on a Monday afternoon with Mrs Pryce. 











DT








Cookery – This term the children will be looking at a healthy and varied diet, we will be using this knowledge and understanding to help us create a jacket potato meal to cook and eat. 














RE:�


Hinduism – In RE during Spring Term 1 we will be focussing on the concept of holi We will be considering the concepts of good and evil and the ways in which Hindu’s remember good and evil in the context of the Holi celebration. 


Christianity – In Spring 2 we will be looking at the concept of suffering. The children will consider this concept and will apply the understanding to the Easter Story. 











PSHE:�





Making Friends:





The children will take part in a variety of tasks asking them to think about the qualities friends display, acknowledging differences and that sometimes we fall out. Children will talk around resolving differences and valuing themselves and others for their individuality and learn to get along with others despite differences.





Keeping safe in school





The children will explore how to feel safe in school. They will be looking at the effects of bullying and how this might make people feel. The children will also be learning to be more aware of their surroundings. 








Geography:�





River Deep, Mountain High:


Throughout this unit the children will have various opportunities to use the skills of Geographers – the children will be exploring maps as well as looking at the physical Geography of both mountains and rivers across the globe. The children will also use this knowledge to compare mountains and rivers in the UK. 
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ICT:�





Scratch During ICT the children will be learning the basics of coding and begin to learn how to sequence sprites in scratch.  





Desktop publishing In Spring 2 the children will be having a go at basic photo editing using 2Simple software. They will be having a look at using Canva  and how information can be laid out in different ways.
