Literacy:�            �





All units will be linked to a quality text from the very beginning.


Spring 1 will see us reading ‘The Boy Who Swam with Piranhas’, an amusing story about Stan’s journey with a travelling circus.  The book will enable the children, as writers, to create diary extracts in role, new chapters and descriptions of the circus.  To link with this book we will also be reading ‘The Man who walked between the towers’, a narrative outlining the amazing feats of Phillipe Petit – a famous high-wire artist.  The children will then be writing informal & formal letters in role as Phillipe and biographies. 





Spring 2 will involve reading ‘The Wolf Wilder’.  Whilst reading the children will have the opportunity to write further diary extracts, altered chapters, reports about Wolves, persuasive speeches, formal letters and a balanced argument on the topic of keeping wolves in captivity.  





Shared Reading – During shared reading the class will be reading a range of extracts from quality texts, in order to practice key skills and the ability to answer questions at length – using evidence from the text. 
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Ways to help at home:


Reading regularly is an essential part of your child’s education and we expect all children to be reading regularly at home (from any text: fiction or non-fiction). 


Year 6 will continue to use the 10 minute test books for homework.


The homework will be set on Thursday with the return day being the following Monday. 


You will also be provided with KIRFS for Spring Year 6 – Key Instant Recall Facts – it would be helpful if you could practice these with your child. 





Science:�





The human body – As scientists in Spring we will be exploring, through a range of experiments and tasks, the human circulatory system and describing the key functions of the heart, lungs and muscles.  The children will also be asked to complete research on the impact that diet, drugs and lifestyle has on the way the human body functions.

Games - The children will be completing a creative unit of work.  During these sessions they will be working collaboratively to create new games with their own rules, skills and expectations.  They will also be developing their skills in tag rugby.

Monarchy- The children will take a journey through British history and discover how the Monarchy has changed throughout the ages. They will learn about the reign of key ruling figures from the past before exploring the present-day Monarchy. 








RE:�





Creation & Stewradship- Spring 1 RE sessions will involve exploring the concept of ‘stewardship’. The children will discuss how and why taking care of something is important, make links with care of their environment and debate the effects of no-one taking a stand to care for others and the world. 





Special Places–During RE sessions in Spring 2 the children will be exploring the idea of ‘Special Places’. Throughout the lessons they will be asked to explain, evaluate and communicate through role play, writing, artwork and discussion.  They will be asked to consider the specialness of religious places of worship in the local community. 











Music:� 


This term we will be completing a unit of work around a song in three parts ‘Dona nobis pacem’. We will be learning to sing in rounds, with harmonies and exploring texture.  


We will also be completing a listening unit, based on the song You to me are everything by The Real Thing – a British soul group formed in the 1970s. During this unit, pupils will explore the key musical features of this track and develop an understanding of the term ‘cover version’
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Art � 





Drawing- The class will find out about the work of the Flemish painter Hendrick Van Steenwyck who was renowned for his  detailed paintings of architecture and landscapes.  They will learn how to use and apply perspective and vanishing points to give their art work depth and detail.

They will discover that making changes to farming methods and the amount of red meat we eat can have a positive effect on the environment.  The major part of the mini topic will be investigating ‘bug farming’, taking part in a ‘bug banquet’ and attempting to persuade a local restaurant to incorporate bugs on their menu!
